Attendance

A National Framework for Penalty Notices for school absence, including unauthorised holiday absence,

was introduced fo[lowmg changes to the law last Year-

There is a national threshold of 10 unauthorised sessions for- any reason (equLvalent to 5 school dags)

within a ro[LLng IO school week perLod for when a penaltg notice must be considered.

This mean you will no longer be able to take your child out of school for one week's ho[’tday without the

consideration of an £80 penalty notice being issued. if the fine is not paid by the furst 21 days, it will rise
to £160 if paid within 28 days of being issued..

i a second penaltg fine is issued to the same parent for the same child within a 3—gear ro[ltng pertod, the

fine will automatically rise to £160 with no option to pay the lower rate of £80.

If a parent then commits a third offence in a 3-year rolling period, the local authority will consider other

enforcement options available to them. This could include prosecution..

There is a Leave of Absence Request form to be comp[eted and given 1o Mrs Brokenshire before the
proposed. absence (a minimum of 15 days before the Leave of absence is due to commence) . Each request
will be considered on its own merit, but where the leave of absence could be taken outside of the school

term the absence will not be authorised.
