Hajj A pilgrimage to Makkah. The 5th Pillar of 
Islam. 

Islam Islam is the second most popular religion in 
the world. 

Muslim A follower of the religion of Islam. 

Prophet Special messengers sent from Allah. 

Ramadan One of the main Islam festivals. 

Salah Muslim prayer. The 2nd Pillar of Islam. 

Sawm Fasting from food during Ramadan. The 
3rd Pillar of Islam.  

Shahadah The Muslim declaration of faith. The 1st 
Pillar of Islam. 

Tawhid Belief that there is only one God. 

Zakah Giving to charity. The 4th Pillar of Islam. 
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Muslims believe there is only one God, 
and nothing is equal to God 

(Tawhid).

Muslims will worship Allah through 
praying five times a day, known as 

Salah, by reading the Qur’an and by 
going to the mosque.

The Shahadah is the first pillar in 
Islam and many Muslims use the 
Shahadah to help them remember 

and think about Allah every day, it is 
whispered into a baby’s ear after they 
are born and said by someone, usual-
ly in a mosque who wants to become 

a Muslim.  
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
